Thank you for your interest in St. Regis Academy! We are excited about the upcoming 2020-2021 school year.
Enclosed you will find information about our Academy and the forms needed for application to St. Regis Academy for
the 2020-2021 school year. The information below applies to Kindergarten — 8" grade scholars. If you are enrolling a
Preschooler, please see the enclosed Preschool Program information sheet.

St. Regis Academy is fully accredited by AdvandEd Accrediting Association and Missouri Non-Public Accrediting
Association. Our Academy provides all day education for children in grades Preschool through Eighth Grade. Our school
hours for K-8 grades are 8:00am — 3:20pm. Our school hours for Preschool are 6:30am-6:00pm. All scholars in
Kindergarten — 8" grade wear uniforms. Through our Classical Curriculum, we aim to deliver an excellent education by
graduating young women and men trained to communicate eloquently, think critically and serve humbly. We strive to
meet the needs of the whole child with a variety of sports and extra-curricular activities. We also encourage the
involvement of our school families through volunteer opportunities and the Parent Teacher Organization.

In this packet, you will find a 2020-2021 Application Form with information about tuition rates and fees. Your
timely completion of this form and payment of the Application Fee helps us make important decisions about staffing and
class sizes for next year. The application process for K-8th is complete when the application fee is paid. Preschool
application fees will be collected at a later date.

You will also find a Smart Tuition Payment Plan Form for K-8 families. (Preschool families have a different
payment arrangement. Please read the Preschool Program information sheet enclosed.) St. Regis Academy handles all
K-8 tuition payments through Smart Tuition. Please fill out the form and return it to the school office.

Kindergarten — 8" grade families will have the opportunity to apply for tuition assistance/scholarships by filling
out the enclosed Tuition Assistance Application Form.

For new families, we will also need:
1. school records from your child’s previous school (a records release form is enclosed)
2. immunization records for your child
3. acopy of your child’s birth certificate.
* Please note that these items must be provided to St. Regis to secure your child’s acceptance.
In addition, all parents must attend a Protecting God’s Children Class by August 31; information is included.

Also included is information about our Preschool Program, Kindergarten Program, Admittance Policy, Athletic
Program, and Extended Care Program. We hope you find this information helpful.

We know that any decision you make concerning the education of your child(ren) is an important one.
We thank you for your interest in St. Regis Academy and hope we become your school choice.
